 STUDENT SOLO COMPETITION

CONTEST RULES AND REGULATIONS

Please refer to the “Solo Contest Form” for important dates and times.
1. Contest open to senior high school band and orchestra students (9th through 12th grades) currently enrolled in respective instrumental classes and pianists attending private or public supported school systems in the communities of Anahuac, Barbers Hill, Baytown, Crosby, Dayton, Highlands, La Porte, Liberty, Hardin, Hull-Daisetta, and East Chambers.

2. Repertory selected should be the first or final movement of a concerto, a one-movement work in its entirety or two contrasting movements from a suite.

3. The selection must have an orchestral accompaniment available in the United States for rent or purchase (BSO will accept this expense). Knowledge of availability is the competitor’s responsibility. Rearrangements or transpositions are unacceptable.

4. Piano accompaniments and accompanists are the responsibility of the performer. 

5. Winners will be selected at the total discretion of the judges.

6. Criteria for selection are the best performance(s) of the day. However, judges have the right to declare the competition void for the day if in their opinion competitors do not perform at an appropriate level.

7. Winners must agree to be available for orchestra rehearsals on Tuesday evenings in April; between 7:30 – 9:30 p.m. Winners will be notified of exact times.

8. Winners must agree to perform on the date and time indicated on the Solo Contest Form.

9. Instruments accepted for the competition: Piano, Flute, Oboe, Clarinet, Bassoon, Saxophone, French Horn, Trumpet, Trombone, Baritone Horn or Euphonium, Tuba, Multiple Percussion or Mallets, Violin, Viola, Cello, Double Bass, and Harp.

10. Finalists (first 3 places) from proceeding year may not repeat same solo in subsequent years. Non-finalists may repeat same solo material in subsequent years.

11. Two winning soloists will be contacted by phone. In the event they cannot perform, the first runner up, in ranking order, will be contacted. All contestants and their directors will be notified by mail.

12. In the event the student repertory title is not available in the U.S.A. a substitute selection must be made by the winning instrumentalist and approved by the committee.
